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Formation of the Individual in Russell's Educational Philosophy

Abstract

According to Bertrand Russell's educational philosophy, the aims of education is
the formation of individual It is in the individuals, not in the whole, that ultimate
value is to do sought. A society does exit to bring a good life to the individual who
compose it. The individual as such is self-subsistent, while the citizen in essentially
circumscribed by his neighbours. The elements of knowledge and emotion in the
perfect individual as Russell has been portraying him are not essentially social.
Thus, considered ‘sub specie aeternitatis,” the education of the individual is to Rus-
sell's mind a finer thing than the education of the citizen.

Spinoza advised men to view passing events ‘sub specie aeternitatis.” Russell as-
sociates the individual with Spinoza’s metaphysical concept. As a result, individual-
ity and citizenship do not remain, antithetical in Russell's mind, because the individ-
ual in Russell serves some end which sees, in some sense, outside human life, some
end which is impersonal and above mankind, such as truth or beauty. He aims
rather a bringing into our human existence of something eternal, something that ap-
pears to imagination to live in a heaven remote from strife and failure and the de-
vouring jaws of Time.

The essence of individual is the impersonal self-enlargement, or that we enlarge
beyond Self to something eternal. For Russell’'s part, there are certain things in hu-

man nature which take us beyond Self. The commonest of these is love, intelligence
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and sensitiveness of beauty. In these, a principle guiding school education is intelli-
gence. The core of intellectual education is in the main a class in science. Science en-
ables an impersonal self-enlargement. For example all egocentric words can be de-
fined in terms of “this.” Thus: “I” means “The biography to which this belongs,”
“here” means “The place of this,” “now” means “The time of this,” and so on. But no
egocentric word occurs in the language of physics. Physics views space-time impar-
tially, as God might be supposed to view it. Moreover, History and geology take us
away from the now, astronomy takes us away from the here. Science attempts to
escape from this geographical and chronological prison. The first thing that science
should do in education is to enlarge intellectual imagination.

It is true that science has immensely increased the sense of human power. But
this effect is more closely connected with science as technique then with science as
philosophy. Science as technique has greatly increasing our power of affecting the
lives of distant people, without increasing our sympathy for them. On the other
hand, Science as Philosophy supplies an intellectual antidote to fanatical dogmatism,
which is one of the great evils of our time, is primary an intellectual defect. In the
welter of conflicting fanaticisms, one of the few unifying forces is science as philoso-
phy. This science can be extended to the whole sphere of human activity, producing,
wherever it exists, a lessening of fanaticism with an increasing capacity of sympa-
thy and mutual understanding.

In school. What we should do is to put before the pupils the ideal of a scientific
attitude to practical questions. If full possibilities of science were realized by those
who teach it, science is able to produce an impersonal self-enlargement and to form

the true individual.
